          Carcinoid Cancer – Heard Of It?      Carcinoid Cancer  Facts 
  
 
Larry Chinnery, GWCCS vice president, was first diagnosed 
with an unspecified ailment in 1985.  After many blind alleys 
and incorrect diagnoses, he was finally given the correct 
answer in 1992 – carcinoid cancer.  Like most carcinoid 
patients, he had never heard of this condition until then. 
 
Today, there has been considerable progress in the areas of 
medical research and patient empowerment in dealing with 
this relatively rare form of cancer.  The first support group 
for carcinoid survivors in the Washington area was recently 
established.  There are also new drugs and 13 ongoing 
clinical trials specifically aimed at treatment of carcinoid 
cancer.  
 
Much of the following material on carcinoid is being used 
through the generous permission of the Carcinoid Cancer 
Foundation (www.carcinoid.org), which is probably the best 
place to start in any search for information on carcinoid 
cancer. 

 
• Relatively rare, but not as rare as earlier estimates 
• Classified midway between benign & malignant 
• Most carcinoids are insignificant and do not cause 

serious problems 
• Significant carcinoids can ultimately be fatal  
• Incidence of significant carcinoids in the U.S. is 

about 15-20 new cases per one million population 
• Term “carcinoid” first applied 95 years ago 
• “Carcinoid Syndrome” first described in 1954 
• Tumors vary greatly in size, location, symptoms 

and growth 
• New drugs, especially Sandostatin, have greatly 

improved treatment of significant carcinoids 
• Some insurance coverage available for drugs 
• Surgery, when possible, still the best treatment 
• Outlook more hopeful, even for aggressive cases
