GWCCS – Rock ‘n Race Beneficiary 
 
On Sunday, October 8, over 50,000 people attended the 
highly successful Rock ‘N Race to Fight Colon Cancer 
event on the Mall.  As one of the local beneficiaries, 
GWCCS not only provided volunteers to staff the various 
stations, but a team of walkers who joined the other 7,500 
who trekked around the Mall and Capitol Hill.   We wish to 
thank all of the GWCCS members, their families and friends 
who supported us on that crisp fall morning. 
 
We then used some of the proceeds to support several 
activities during March which was designated Colorectal 
Cancer Awareness Month.  Working with Sibley Hospital’s 
Colorectal Cancer Screening Program, we underwrote the 
cost of 500 occult blood test screening kits as well as the 
processing costs of the kits which were returned to the 
hospital for analysis.  Over 5% of the kits were returned, all 
of which tested negative.  We are grateful for having the 
opportunity to participate with Sibley in this program. 

Help for Prescription Drug Costs 
 
Many cancer survivors may not be aware that there are 
prescription drugs available for those who cannot afford to 
pay for the high cost of medications.  
 
These drugs are free and readily available because of little-
publicized assistance programs sponsored by the 
pharmaceutical industry. Last year, 150 drug companies  
gave away almost a billion dollars' worth of prescription 
drugs to two million Americans, 
 

First, patients must get in touch with their individual doctors 
to be able to determine whether they would be eligible for a 
specific program, for a specific medicine. Then, they can 
apply for the free medicines through their physician, but 
some doctors say the process can be daunting. Now, there 
is another choice.
