        This Issue’s Topic – Cervical Cancer            
  

 
In 2003, approximately 12,200 women will be 
diagnosed with cervical cancer and an estimated 
4,100 women will die of the disease in the United 
States. Between 1955 and 1992, cervical cancer 
rates decreased 74%, largely due to increased use 
of Pap smears. Since 1982, the number of cervical 

 
cancer deaths has continued to drop at an average of 
1.6% per year.The relative one-year survival rate of 
cervical cancer patients is 89%. The relative five-year 
survival rate for a person with cervical cancer is 71%.
